Central wctonous in final

The Female Hockey tournament came to an
end on Wednesday morning after a pulsating gold
medal game.

Pre-tournament favourites Team Central were
able to hold off an energized Winnipeg Gold squad
2-1 on the strength of 21 saves from goaltender
Jacey Schettler. Central stars Kayleigh Wiens and
Kristine Grenier delivered in the clutch, recording
a goal and an assist each to help the home team
eras a 1-0 defcit in the third period. Grenier’s win-
ning goal came with just more than three minutes
left on the clock after a wild scramble in front of
Winnipeg goalie Amanda Schubert, who was stel-
lar in making 24 saves. Prior to the game, Schubert
spoke for her entire roster when she described her
feelings of anxiety.

“I’'m a little nervous. I’ve never played them
before and | know Wiens and Grenier work well
together so I’ve got to be aware of them.”

The third period saw Gold play a remark-
ably calm opening fve minutes, leading 1-0. A
Winnipeg power play offered up a glorious chance
to salt the game away, but Schettler made several
huge saves despite heavy traffc in front of the
Central net.

“l was just trying to keep the puck out. | was
trying to fnd it and then just hope it hit me,” the
Central goalie said.

The big break for Central came seconds after
their penalty expired. The puck squeezed through
Schubert’s body and lay on the line before Wiens
swept it into the back of the net.

The goal seemed to Fnally swing the momentum
in Central’s favour. Schubert remained sharp, but
was left helpless on the deciding goal. Winnipeg
refused to quit, however, coming agonizingly close
to tying the game, but Schettler stood tall to pre-
serve the victory.

After the game the teams were polar opposites,
although both goalies appreciated the opportunity
the Games had presented them. Schubert said she
had no regrets after the heartbreaking loss.

“I’m a little upset that we lost, but you can’t win
all the time. | like the way we played today. They’re
a great team, but we played really good.

As for Schettler, she was bubbling over after the
game. “It’s great. | can’t believe we won. | really
thought we could win before the tournament, but
you still never really expect it.”
